• Prints only - black and white and color will be judged together. 

Photographer's name, address and telephone number, and choice of contest category must appear on the

back of each entry. The p

Prints must be securely mounted. Matting is permitted. Print may not be framed, and/or covered with 

glass or plastic. Minimum size - 8" X 10", maximum size - 16" X 20" overall, including mounting and 

matting. Place a 1 x 1 inch piece of Velcro (hook side) on the back of each photo at four corners.
